Any drainage and floodway easement shown hereon Is
hereby dedicated to the public’s use forever, but Including
the following covenants with regards to maintenance
responsibilities. The exlsting channels or creeks
traversing the drainage and floodway easement willremaln as
an open channel, unless required to be enclosed by
ordinance, at all times and shallbe malntained by the
Individualowners of the lot or lots that are traversed by
or adjacent to the dralnage and floodway easement. The City
wilnot be responsible for the maintenance and operation of
sald creek or creeks or for any damage or injury of private
property or person that results from the flow of water along
sald creek, or for the controlof erosion. No obstruction
to the natural flow of water run-off shallbe permitted by
construction of any type buliding, fence or any other
structure within the drainage and floodway easement.
Provided, however, It Is understood that In the event it
becomes necessary for the City to channelize or consider
erecting any type of dralnage structure In order to Improve
the storm drainage, then In such event, the Clty shallhave
the right, but not the obligation, to enter upon the
dralnage and floodway easement at any point, or points, with
dlirights of Ingress and egress to Investigate, survey,
erect, construct or maintain any drainage facllity deemed
necessary by the City for dralnage purposes. Each property
owner shallkeep the naturaldralnage channels and creeks
traversing the drainage and floodway easement adjacent to
his property clean and free of debrls, slit, growth,
vegetation, weeds, rubblish, refuse, matter and any substance
which would result In unsanitary conditions or obstruct the
flow of water, and the City shallhave the right of Ingress
and egress for the purpose of Inspectlon and supervision and
maintenance work by the property owner to alleviate any
undesirable conditions which may occur. The natural

drainage channels and creeks through the drainage and
floodway easement, as In the case of allnatural channels,

are subject to storm water overflow and naturalbank erosion
to an extent that cannot be definitely defined. The City
shallnot be held liable for any damages or Injuries of any
nature resulting from the occurrence of these natural
phenomena, nor resulting from the fallure of any structure
or structures, within the naturaldrainage channels, and the
owners hereby agree to Indemnify and hold harmless the City
from any such damages and Injurles. Bullding areas outside
the drainage and floodway easement line shallbe filled to a
minimum elevation as shown on the plat. The minimum floor

of elevation of each lot shallbe shown on the plat.

The maintenance or paving of the utility and fire lane
easements Is the responsibllity of the property owner. All
public utilities shallat alltimes have the fullright of
Ingress and egress to and from and upon the said utliity
easements for the purpose of constructing, reconsiructing,
Inspecting, patrolling, maintaining and adding to or
removing allor parts of Its respective system without the
necessity at any time of procuring the permission of anyone.
Any public utility shallhave the right of Ingress and
egress to private property for the purpose of reading meters
and any maintenance and service required or ordinarily
performed by that utility. Bulldings, fences, trees, shrubs
or other Improvements or growth may be constructed,
reconstructed or placed upon, over or across the utility
easements as shown: provided, however, that owner shallat
Its sole cost and expense be responsible under any and all
circumstances for the malntenance and repair of such
Improvement or growth, and any public utllity shallhave
the right to remove and keep removed allor parts of any
bulldings, fences, trees, shrubs or other Improvements or
growth which In any way endanger or Interfere with the

construction, malintenance or efficlency of Its respective
system or service.

Water main and sanitary sewer easements shallalso
Include additionalarea of working space for construction
and maintenance of the systems. Additionaleasement area Is
also conveyed for Installation and maintenance of the
systems.. Additionaleasement areqa Is also conveyed for
Installation and malntenance of manholes, cleanouts, fire
hydrants, water service and sewer services from the maln to
curb or pavement line, and the descriptions of such
additlonal easements hereln granted shallbe determined by
thelr locations as Installed.
